26 - 30 Catemaco, VR Hotel Tepetapan 200      285 Great park!  No restaurant but other improvements there (more hook-ups; 

   self service laundry; WiFi).

31 - 5 Villahermosa, TB Centro Recreativo El Gordo y San Pancho 200      313 As only campers, we hooked up by building instead of in field.

  Friendly and accommodating.  Nice pool.
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6 Palenque, CH Mayabell Campground 150      334 Funky.  Heard the Howlers!
7 - 10 Campeche, CAM Samula Trailer Park 90        352 Worth the effort to meet Anita!
11 - 13 Merida, YUC Rainbow RV Park 150      365 Still operating.
14 Valladolid, YUC Restaurant Hacienda Ticuch 200      377 Very accommodating.  Road Noise.
15 - 20 Paa Mul, QR Paa Mul 220      369 Great snorkelling…Mosquitoes…
21 - 23 Cancun, QR Trailer Park Mecoloco 150      354 Very helpful owners.  Good park.  WiFi for $$.  Mosquitoes though.
24 Piste/Chichen Itza, QR Piramide Inn 120      361 Good for one night - quieter than Hacienda Ticuch.  Nice grounds.
25 - 30 Xpu Ha, QR Bonanza Xpu Ha 150      371 Great find - loved it!  Electric only available for us.

October
1 - 2 Xpu Ha, QR Bonanza Xpu Ha 150      371 see above.
3 Bacalar, QR Balneario Cocolitos 180      356 Primitive, nice view.  No sign so missed first time by.  Tried Cenote Azul

  Trailer Park first but no services at all because of Hurricane.
4 El Centenario, CAM Restaurante Las Palapas 50        358 Very friendly and accommodating.  No charge if eat there.  We tipped anyway.
5 Villahermosa, TB Centro Recreativo El Gordo y San Pancho 200      313 see above.
6 - 8 Catemaco, VR Hotel Tepetapan 200      285 see above.
9 Veracruz, VR Campamento El Rey 200      310 Nice, newly finished restrooms (instant on hot water showers!)  Very windy.
10 Cardel, VR Hotel Cardel 300      Front desk clerk watched over RV on street as we slept in hotel.  Stayed here 

  after bad experience with Balneario Mocambo.  Couldn't find pg 311 campground.
11 Papantla, VR Xantha Parque Ecologico 100      Dry camping at ecologico park centered around Vanilla Plantation.  Delightful.

  Found through tourist information in Papantla.
12 Poza Rica, VR Poza Rica Inn 160      303 Nice facility.  WiFi available in the lobby (with live piano music if you're lucky).
13 - 15 Ciudad Valles, SLP El Banito 100      291 Good base from which to visit Las Pozas at Xilitla.
16 Laguna Media Luna, SLP Hotel Media Luna 140      292 Good find - very friendly and accommodating.  Good restaurant.
17 San Luis Potosi, SLP Hotel Quinta Jorge 150      258 Had restrooms with easy access at the end of the building.
18 - 19 Matehuala, SLP Las Palmas Midway Inn 260      231 Nice facility although no shade.  Easy day trip to Real de Catorce by bus.
20 - 22 Saltillo, COH Hotel Imperial 250      257 In good condition.  Internet room closed down but WiFi available in lobby.  Noisy party

  one night so they put us in quiet room and guarded trailer.  Reasonable day trip to
  Monterrey.
